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Classroom Composition

My practicum classroom consists of twenty one grade one students. There are two ELL students who
are at a higher level of English Proficiency. There are six ELL students who are at a lower level of
English Proficiency but they are engaged and persistent most of the time. So far, no student in my
class has been diagnosed with learning difficulties but there are three students who require extensive
help from the resource teacher. The students are especially quite active and can get hyper frequently.
When interesting activities are introduced, they are engaged but they are frequently off-task and
distracted. A few students have problems with attention and are easily disengaged from tasks that do
not appeal to their individual interests. Group works are avoided because of the tendency to get
chaotic most of the time. Individual tasks and engaging lessons using multimodality is suggested for
this class. The pace of students completing tasks differs tremendously so preparing extra activities for
students that finish tasks early will be required. The students are familiar with representing thoughts
through drawings and paintings so using visual support will always be helpful as well.

Unit Rationale

The unit is intended to engage students’ sense of identity in creating connections between their
personal identities to their national identity as Canadians through the use of symbols. So far, the
students have learned all about themselves and their community. With the help of using symbols, this
unit hopes to bring students awareness about the country that they live in and some important
symbols that represent Canada. Especially, considering the dynamic classroom composition and the
large number of ELL students, it is important to learn about the new culture they will encounter. For
those students that were born and raised in Canada, it is important for them to understand their
identity as belonging to a bigger social group such as community, province and country. Throughout
this unit, students will learn that identity comes in many forms and that understanding our
surrounding areas and culture will help them formulate their identity with respect to sense of
belonging in a bigger picture. This will be established mainly through the use of symbols system as
they become familiar with what symbols represent Canada and similarly, they will create the symbols
that represent themselves. This will give students a broader understanding of both themselves and
other people as they begin to formulate ideas about others’ perspectives.

- Students will be given instructions about how to play the memory games

- Students will be divided into groups of three (this will be predetermined) and receive a bag of cards

- Taking turns, each student will flip 2 cards from the grid and say the name of the objects on the card
Ex: beaver, Canadian flag, maple leaf, polar bear...

- If they get a matching pair of pictures, they have to say 1 thing/comment about the object
Ex: Canadian flag: it has 2 different colors, red and white. Hockey: it is a sport played on the ice.

Etc.,

- If the student gets a matching pair and correctly describe the object, they can take the cards as
points, if the student cannot make a comment on the object, then the pictures get flipped back into
their places

- Students can switch to a different group of card once they have completed the game set

Modifications: How will you change the lesson to meet the needs of individual students?

Teacher can walk around and observe students during the games. If needed, the teacher can prompt some
ideas to support students with formulating their answers. If the game was too challenging, they can reduce
the number of cards in a set to start with less objects. Further extension can be making a personal Canada
booklet with the objects that appear in the game with descriptions of each symbol and then the students can
come up with their own symbols of Canada that they encounter in everyday life.

Who will require modification? Students who require more help in formulating answers can be supported
with further help from the teachers. Students who finish the game quickly can add more pictures to their
game set.

This is a short informational book that writes about the process of building totem poles. There are some useful
images that show clear shapes and colors of totem poles but some images regarding the Aboriginal Peoples
might not be entirely correct representation so approaching with clear purpose of the book is suggested. The
author is not from an Aboriginal community or addressing the content with a reference to a specific Aboriginal
community so caution is suggested when using.
